	The Distinguished Lecture talk included the progress in 3C-SiC on 150-mm and 200-mm Si wafers, the characteristics of 3C SiC/Si heterojuction, and the applications of 3C-SiC/Si in memories, LED, NEMS/MEMS and Power devices. The most significant contribution focused on the epitaxial growth of 3C-SiC on big diameter silicon wafers of 150 mm and 200 mm with very low interface states and without a buffer layer between 3C-SiC and Silicon. The I-V characteristics of 3C-SiC/Si heterojunction and C-V of MOS capacitor demonstrated the high quality of 3C-SiC/Si. This is an attractive progress.
